This temple is said to have been built by the
Buddhist bishop Rouben, the first director of
Todaiji Temple in the Nara era. The censer
that the Reverend Kobodaishi used in his
religious training remains here.  The
drooping cherry trees were first planted in
the 14th century. Other cherry trees are also
planted in the west side of the yard.
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Shin-machi Cherry Festival

Around Fort of the Self-Defense Forces here
beautiful cherry blossoms are really worth
seeing. During the festival Fort is open to the
public and thronged with many cherry
blossom-viewers.

Mt. Ushibuse is best in early April for hiking
along the roadside to the top, full of cherry
blossoms (somei-yoshino by the roadway
and yamazakura in the woods) and fresh
green.

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Hanadaka Viewing Flower Hills

This beautiful plum grove on a hill is about 300
hectares in area, which commands the whole
view of the Kanto Plain. The blossoms of
100,000 plum trees like white carpets all over
are its pride. It is thronged with a lot of visitors
appreciating plum blossoms during the Plum
Festival. Come and take a walk here stepping
aside from twigs and enjoy delicious lunch or a
nap surrounded with plum blossoms.
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Haruna Plum Festival

Filled with sweet scents of plums in full
blossom, many events, including a peculiar one,
are held here.
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Ogushi Katakuri-no-sato

This is an area of heavy growth of dogtooth
violets beside the national highway. You can
enjoy the flowers directly from the wooden path.
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Tsulsuji-no-Sato (Village of Azaleas)

About 500 azaleas of some kinds come into bloom at Village of Azaleas when wild
cherry blossoms have dropped and the season of fresh green starts at the foot of Mt.
